1,240 meters of
concrete placed on
I-65 bridge deck in
15-3/4 hours

“ his is as good as it
gets.” That was Ron
Alexander’s comment

after observing one of the largest

| continuous bridge deck pours in

Indiana.

Alexander, a representative for
Prairie Group, Indianapolis, was
one of many individuals who
watched the placement of 1,240
meters (or 1,620 square yards) of
Class C concrete on the south-
bound deck of 1-65’s White River
bridge in Indianapolis.

The big pour on the 310.6-meter-
long (1,019 feet, 1-3/8 inches)
structure was accomplished in just
15-3/4 hours — from 4:30 p.m. on
July 26 to 8:15 a.m. on July 27.

“The work went smoother that I
thought it would go,” said Ron
Heustis, project engineer for the
Greenfield District, Indiana
Department of Transportation
(INDOT). He added that the state
performed 40-plus field tests on
the concrete and all were well
within guidelines.

Heustis, a 20-year INDOT veter-
an, and Tom Benham, the project
manager for Weddle Bros. Con-
struction Co., Inc. and a 30-year
construction veteran, noted that
the the pour was the largest bridge
deck pour they had ever seen.
